	Planning, keywords, spider diagrams, mind maps
	Depends on the current topic.  Mind maps will be used at the start of the lesson as a brain storming exercise.  Most projects created in ICT are designed on paper.  The pupils then have to explain how their design will meet the needs of the user.  Keywords are used every lesson and can be found on the home page of each unit.  Pupils are encourage to use these words in their work.
	Keywords are displayed on all of the ICT webpages.

	Speaking and listening
	Pupils will be split into groups of four and given words to research.  They will then present them back to the class.  Pupils will then try to find a link between each group of words.


Pupils will create a presentation in groups of four.  The presentations will then be given in front of the class.  This is usually done in the E-safety unit.  All pupils must research and create slides to be used in the presentation, and all pupils must present back to the class.

	Literacy Games










Generic
· Ask pupils to construct a short conversation between two people that are linked to the unit being studied. For example, in History it may be between a Roman Emperor and an advisor. In Geography, it may be between two victims of a natural disaster.
· Pupils will need to use speech punctuation correctly and also be able to set out dialogue correctly.
· Ask pupils to correct punctuation errors in sentences/passages.
· Punctuation challenges – ask pupils to construct X sentences or write a passage of so many words about a particular topic using a defined amount of punctuation. For instance, a low ability group might be asked to write 3 sentences with capital letters and full-stops used correctly about their favourite music. A higher ability group might be asked to create a passage about healthy lifestyles which includes full-stops, commas and a semi-colon.
· In units with lots of people to remember, pupils could create sentences using commas as brackets to embed extra information in them to prompt them about who is who. Can be equally be adapted to things, concepts and places.
· E.g. Monet, who is an Impressionist painter, lived in France.
· E.g. Christmas, which is a Christian festival, is celebrated on 25th December across the world.
· Use WordWall to create a punctuation quiz.
· Include deliberate errors on PPts and award points/top marks to pupils who identify them all and are able to correct them. 
· Create sequential statements using connectives. Pupils need to not only put something in order but must use a comma after the connective at the start of the sentence.
· E.g. First of all, measure all the ingredients. Secondly, ... Etc.
Subject Specific
P.E.
· To consolidate pupils’ knowledge of end punctuation, pupils should run to or throw a bean bag to the appropriate punctuation mark. Pupils need to listen to the tone and content of sentences and decide whether it is a general statement and just needs a full-stop; a question and needs a question mark or a strong statement which requires an exclamation mark.
Art
· To consolidate pupils’ ability to identify a range of punctuation, pupils could be given a picture which is constructed using punctuation marks and they have to identify as many of the different pieces of punctuation as they can. To extend, they could perhaps try and link their knowledge of why a certain piece of punctuation is used to how it has been used in the picture.
