

The problem I was asked to solve was to create a lone table.

The Database needed to hold the following information the lone table: auto number, membership number, loan and item returned.

I typed this information into the field names.

For Each field I had to select a Data type. For Title I selected text.  I did this because the member’s names would be entered as text.   For membership paid I selected Yes/No I did this because the auto number would be put in as an automatic individual number.

My Data base was designed to be used by workers in the leisure centre.  They may not be very good at ICT so it had to be easy to use.

For each field I entered a description.  I did this so that it would be easy for the workers.

I selected Membership number as the primary key.  I chose this as the key field because two people cannot have the same membership number.

I entered Validation Rules for loan “towel”, “trainers”, “golf bag” or “ shuttlecock”

I did this to make sure the items being loaned out would be the items listed on the table.

I entered Validation text for my queries. I did this so the workers would no what to write.

My Data base needed to be able to produce queries.  This is important to its success because allows the people to bring back stuff what they loaned out easy.
I tested this worked by asking the Data base to create queries for people who have returned or not returned their loan items.
