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When completing my “Data Protection Act” slide, the search criteria I used was simply “data protection act”, in order to seek out relevant and valid information regarding this particular law, which itself, was introduced in order to protect an individual’s personal information.
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This is the website I used to complete my “Data Protection Act” slide: www.google.com. 
This is basically a search engine, and I used it to access further information regarding the Data Protection Act, and after receiving my results for this search, I had to choose a website from which to seek the information that I needed.
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The website shown below, is the website that I used to further research the Data Protection Act. I know that this particular website is a reliable and trustworthy source of evidence, due to the way in which it is approved with a copyright symbol, the Royal Logo.
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In addition to Google, I have also used the website below, with which to take information from: http://www.dataprotectionconsultants.com./data_protection_act.html
I used this website as a guideline for what to write about regarding the Data Protection Act, and also the conditions it entails as well. I also had to do this for my “Copyright” slide, “Computer Misuse Act” slide and for my “Health and Safety Act” slide.
In my other ICT lessons I have also accessed a number of different websites, in an attempt to find information about disabilities, with regards to how they can effect a person’s job prospects. In conjunction with this, I have also employed the use of a booklet, in order to help me to complete my presentation.

Source Validation

Upon gathering together all of the information needed for my presentation, what I then had to do was check it with that of the following website, which itself, can be seen in my table above: http://www.ico.gov.uk/, as due to the way in which this is a government website, therefore this means that the information it entails must be legitimate. Due to the way in which the information is provided by the Information Commissioner, this must mean that it is accurate, as this is the organisation that is responsible for keeping the Data Protection Act law up to date, thus making it valid as a result.

 Another example of legitimate websites would be those used for GCSEs, as incorrect information would never be published for use in GCSE purposes.
Comparing Sources to Ensure Accuracy

 Following this, I then had to compare my actual sources of information, in order to ensure that they were valid. For example, when completing my “Health and Safety Act” slide, I employed the information found on the website http://www.hse.gov.uk/. I then had to compare the information found on this website, to that of http://www.ico.gov.uk/, and after seeing that they were the same, I could be confident that the website was a reliable source of information. In addition to this, the way that the above web addresses end in “.gov”, also suggests that the information they contain is reliable, as this means that they are government websites: these are then therefore legitimate, for the reasons I have explained previously.
When searching for appropriate information using the internet, four different types of advanced search can be carried out: string, NOT, AND and OR searches.
When you carry out a string search you have to put speech marks around the words or phrases that you are searching for. As a result of doing this, the search will only give you results containing the actual words: nothing else irrelevant is included. 


 
When you carry out a NOT search, this ensures that the results you are given will more specific to your needs. For instance, if you wanted to research the Copyright law, you could write “copyright NOT protection”, as this would ensure that your results  will be purely about the Copyright as a law, and not about everything else related to it, therefore making your results once again, more specific as a result.
As is shown below, when a normal search is used to research the Data Protection Act, the website will give me approximately 47,300 000 results.





However, as you can see, by using a string search, the number of results decreases dramatically to just 1,180,000.
