Aim of the animation

Tweening and key animation

         Also, I will be using frame by frame animation for my animation as adobe Photoshop doesn’t come equipped with key framing and tweening. My plans only show the key frames every so often that are needed to make the animation and the computer will sort out the in between animations. This is called ‘tweening’.
