Jpeg or gif.
You must choose which images are most suitable for your webpage.  Although a jpeg may look slightly better it will take longer to load up than a gif.
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You now need to compare them and decide which one is most suitable to use e.g.
Save an image from your webpage as both a jpeg and a gif.





This is a gif.  It can hold 256 colours on one picture.





This is the jpeg. It can hold millions of colours and therefore is the better image.





I would choose the gif even though the jpeg is the better image.  This is because even though the gif is not as colourful it will load up more quickly on the webpage.  If people visiting the site have to wait a long time for the page to load up they may get bored and go to another site instead.
