Spreadsheet
Scenario
You take the role of Chris. You are helping at the Park View Veterinary Surgery as part of your work experience. Rachel runs the surgery office and has suggested that you help to solve some of their problems using your ICT skills. 

As an additional service Park View Veterinary Surgery run dog training courses for its customers. Rachel wants you to develop a system for calculating the price for dog training courses. The system should have the following functions:
· Calculating the amount paid out for each training course
· Calculating the cost for rent
· Calculating the cost for customers who pay for training courses
Relevant information:
Rachel hires 3 different locations:

The Barn:



£8.00 per session

The Hall:



£15.00 per session

The Sports Club:


£13.50 per session
For each session Rachel pays out the following:

· Basic training fee:


£20.00 per session

· Extra training cost per dog:
£1.10 for each dog

· Cleaning cost:


£6.00 per session

· Training collar for dogs:

£1.15 for each dog

· Rewards for dogs:


£1.30 per session

There are 8 sessions in a course and Rachel charges customers for a whole course. To work out what to charge each customer. Rachel divides the amount spent for each course by the number of dogs.
· Total costs/ number of dogs = 
Charge for each dog

Extra information:
· The system needs to be easy to understand and Rachel wants to be able to change the cost of each item or the number of sessions.

· Customers do not pay more that £50 for a whole course

· The system should work out the minimum number of dogs for a course in each location to allow the course to run

· Rachel wants to know how much to charge for a course for 12 dogs in The Hall. She wants to know how this will change if there are more than 12 dogs, up to the maximum allowed

NB: Validation rule: Must ensure that the number of dogs is less than or equal to 15 dogs and this must be tested
Chris’s Notebook
For each training course Rachel pays out the following:
· Cost of collars for dogs: 

£1.15 x number of dogs

· Cost for rewards for dogs: 
£1.30 x number of sessions

· Cleaning costs: 


£6 x number of sessions

· Basic trainer fee/ costs: 

£20

· Trainer cost per dog:

£1.10 x number of dogs x number of sessions

· Rent costs:



Rent x number of sessions

For example:
For 11 dogs on a course in The Sports Club this works out as:

· Collars:



£1.15 x 11 = 
£12.65

· Rewards:



£1.30 x 8  = 
£10.40

· Cleaning:



£6.00 x 8 = 
£48.00

· Trainer basic cost:


£20.00 x 8 = 
£160

· Trainer cost per dog:

£1.10 x 11 x 8 = £96.80

· Rent:



£13.50 x 8 = 
£108
Total cost = £435.85
Rachel divides the total by the number of dogs to work out what to charge customers:

Charge for each dog:


= £435.85 / 11






= £39.62

** To test if the system works, the example above can be used. If the answers are the same then the system works**
