ALT Tags
[image: ][image: ]"Alt" is supposed to be the "alternative" text that appears if the browser cannot display the image for some reason.

ALT is also "spoken" by screen readers for visually impaired web surfers.

"Title" is supposed to be the text that appears for a short while when the mouse pointer hovers over the image - a "tool tip".In ALT and Title write what you want the image to be described as on a screen reader or displayed if the image does not load for some reason.
To add an ALT tag, right click on the image.  Select image export options.
